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Passive Voice
In the active voice, the subject of the sentence DOES the action:
· John painted the house last week.   /  John paints the house
Subject / verb / object (past)            Subject / verb / object (present)

In the passive voice, the subject of the sentence RECEIVES the action.
· The house was painted last week.         /        The house is painted
· Subject / verb to be / verb participle	Subject / verb to be / verb participle
Notice that the object of the active sentence (house) became the subject of the passive sentence.
Here are some active and passive voice examples 

· Active: People drink champagne on New Year’s Eve.
Passive: Champagne is drunk on New Year’s Eve.
· Active: They renovated the restaurant in 2004.
Passive: The restaurant was renovated in 2004.
